Bluebird bio announced a Suspected Unexpected Serious Adverse Reaction (SUSAR) of acute myeloid leukemia (AML) in a sickle cell disease patient treated with bb1111. Although sickle cell disease patients have an increased chance getting AML in life, this SUSAR is a serious drawback for lentiviral gene therapies. Due to the severity of the SUSAR, bluebird bio announced they temporally withdraw ZYNTEGLO (also a lentiviral gene therapy) from the market. Click here for more info.
